PE REPORT

State Specialist School Cross Country
Championships

Last Tuesday 13 students from the Swan Hill
Specialist School travelled to Melbourne and
competed at the State Specialist School Cross
Courtry Championships in Oakleigh.

Over 35 schools patrticipated in the event with
about 330 competitors. Students in the Under
12 and Under 14 age groups were required to
run 1.4km while students in the Under 16 or
Open age groups had to run 2.8km.
AarronzUnder 16 boysran 2.8km in 10.28mins
to come in 2 place out of a very competitive
field of 43 athletes. He was 3 seconds ahead of
31 place in a very tight finish. Shaquille Charles
came 15" in a time of 13.20.

Joanne ran 2.8km in13.58 to also get a silver
medal with Kyrsty coming in 8" place in the
Open Girls.

Kaitlin received a bronze medal in the Under
16 girls and ran 2.8km in a time of 15.13mins.
Other places were Open Boys (2.8kmKaleb-
oth place 11.52mins, Josh 16 13.34, Jai 30-
16.09 and Brendhn 38" -18.02.

Our junior students results were: Under 14
Boys-1.4km: Chris-9t 6.13mins, Lachlan 12
place-6.38 and Sebastian 20 place-7.14mins.
There were 44 athletes competing in this race.
Jessica competed in the Under 14 girls and
came 13" in atime of 8.54mins.



Brendan also competed at the VSSSA State
Athletics Championships at Olympic Park on
Tuesday to win the Open Boys Sheut in the
AWD section. Brendan threw the 5kg shqtut
9.98m to take out the state championships.
We are all extremelyproud of our students and
their efforts in these two athletic competitions.
We look forward to continuing to engage our
students at this high level in sport in the future
and encouraging them to be the very best they
can be.
